Reassembled

Reassembled is a suite of two works by Chris Ferris & 
Dancers. Just InSight pulls both performers and audience 
members into a kinetic experience of focus and observation. 
Dancers connect and avoid each other, while painting 
molecular bodies in a chemical reaction. The Speed of 
Stopping is about a continuum that is altered abruptly, softly, 
or is unstoppable. In a world where people are falling, 
propelling themselves, or pounding the floor and air; these 
options bring about different choices for being strong. We 
explore how we live in this world of extreme differences but 
appreciate one another or walk away.

There will be a brief pause between Just InSight and The 
Speed of Stopping.
